Mrs. Wrightõs fourth graders have been having fun playing a variety of 

games to help them learn their multiplication facts.  You may have seen 

them on the playground or on the parking lot and asked yourself, òWhat 

are they doing?  Well, to answer your question, students divide into two 

large circles; in each circle they toss a large ball to each other.  As they 

catch it, their hands will land on two numbers that are written on the board.  

Then , they  multiply those two numbers out loud for everyone to hear.  Af-

ter a few minutes of doing this, they get into two rows and race by passing 

the ball to the teammate next to them.   They must yell out the multiplication 

fact and the answer before they can pass it to the next teammate.  If you 

see a fourth grader, stop and ask them a multiplication fact.  Hopefully 

they donõt yell the answer.
