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Dress and Grooming

Parents and students are responsible for ensuring that the student is in compliance with all dress and grooming policies when the

student 1s in the normal classroom setting, participates in, or attends any school sponsored activity on or off school property, before, after
or during normal school hours. Students in violation of any dress or grooming policy will be required to leave the classroom or activity
until the violation is corrected.

Students must adhere to the following dress and grooming policies daily:

AAn approved school top with a collar must always be worn.

AShirts must have the Advantage Academy logo only.

ATops must remain tucked into pants, skirts, bottoms at all times.

AAdvantage Academy Spirit and Athletic type shirts may be worn on Fridays only.

AUndershirts worn beneath the regular uniform shirt must be of a neutral solid color without stripes or designs.
ABottoms (Pants, Shorts, and Skirts) must be the standard khaki color.

APants must be worn at the natural waistline, sagging in not permitted.

AStudents may wear jeans on Fridays (only) for $1.00 with no rips, tears, frays, or cuts visible.

AJackets - only Grey, Black, Navy Blue jackets with no writing designs are permitted to be worn inside the school building. Advan-
tage Academy outerwear is permitted to be worn inside the building unless instructed otherwise.

ABelts must be worn with uniform pants (black, brown, tan); must be standard in style and size (no decorative holes, spikes, etc.).

AHair length for male students should not extend past (1) inch from the top of the standard school uniform shirt collar. Bangs must be
trimmed away from the eyes. Only natural shade colors are allowed. Any unusual streaks or patterns are not permitted. Unusual
haircuts or hairstyles such as Mohawks, spikes, dreadlocks, etc. are prohibited.

ABeards or goatees are prohibited; mustaches are allowed if neatly trimmed.

APiercing — Males are not permitted to wear earrings or have any object in the ear lobe or ear. Visible objects in any body piercing
are prohibited. Spacers are prohibited.

Student Consequences: Student will be assigned to In-School Suspension until violation is corrected. Multiple violations will result in
Qut-of School Suspension.

Cell Phones and Other Electronic Devices

APersonal cell phones and other electronic devices may not be used during normal school hours. Cell phones and other electronic de-
vices will be confiscated if seen or heard.
